SHEPHERDS SHARING 
“ What’s on your  Backburner?”  

 
     I’m amazed at Thanksgiving meals and other large family gatherings.  
There is food everywhere.  Salads being prepared on the counter, bread in 
the oven, and all four stovetop burners are being occupied by something 
that smells delicious!  How do women do it?  I’m a typical one-track 
minded male.  Give me a list of things to cook and I’ ll cook them…one at 
a time….in sequential order.  But not our wives!  They have everything 
going at once, all the burners are full and then ‘Walahh’ , the whole meal 
comes together at the same time!  
    
     What’s on your burners?  No doubt you’ve heard the phrase “oh, I put 
that on the backburner for now”.  We say that about things that are low 
priority at the present time.  We move more urgent and critical matters to 
the ‘ front burner’  and then ‘ turn up the heat’  on those things.  If we are 
not careful, Spiritual matters like relationships, forgiving, sharing, and 
helping others ends up on the ‘back burners’  and Physical matters like 
paying bills, cleaning houses, and repairing things around the house seem 
to occupy the front burners.  But then sometimes in our lives, something 
happens beyond our control and maybe with a little help from God, our 
priorities get shifted around like cooking pots on the stove and ‘ the heat 
is turned up’ ! 
    
     Often times we hear Matthew 6:33 quoted and we even sing the song 
“Seek ye first the Kingdom of God and all these things will be added to 
you”  and it just doesn’ t soak in!  We get our ‘ducks out of a row’  and our 
‘ feathers all ruffled up’  over trivial daily things of which God has 
promised to supply.  Could Jesus be telling us the same thing that he said 
to Martha in Luke 10:41 “  (fill in your name here), you are worried and 
bothered about so many things.“   Paul reminds us in the letter to the 
Colossians (3:2) to “Set your mind on the things above, not on the things 
that are on earth.”   This doesn’ t mean that we forget about our daily 
responsibilities, but that we don’ t let them capture our total focus (front 
burners) and energy to the exclusion of our spiritual needs and 
responsibilities. 
    
     What does Jesus say should always be on the front burners?  He 
answers that question in Mark chapter 12, verse 30 “And you shall love 
the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all 
your mind, and with all your strength.”   I’ ve often read that or heard it 
quoted and thought, “ this is a New Testament command that Jesus has 
given us” , but it is not new at all!  Jesus is actually quoting an Old 
Testament verse from Deut 6:5.  This has always been God’s desire for 
his people.  God tells us in Deut 6:3 that if we listen to Him and ‘be 
careful to do it’ , then ‘ it may be well with you’ .  And then in verse 12 He 
reminded them to ‘watch yourself, that you do not forget the Lord’ .  The 
same warning applies to us today and sometimes we just need to be 
reminded.

Worship That Pleases God  
 

(From Our Wednesday Night High School Class) 
 

“ God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and 
truth”  (John 4:24). 

 
(1)  Worship that pleases God is from the heart.  “ This people honors 
me with their lips, but their heart is far from me; in vain do they 
worship me, teaching as doctrines the commandments of men”  
(Matthew 15:8-9).  If our heart is not really in our worship, God is 
NOT pleased (See passages like Ephesians 5:19 and Colossians 3:16). 
 
(2)  Worship that pleases God is full of zeal and energy.  Romans 
12:11 says we are to be “ fervent in spirit, serving the Lord.”   We are to 
love God with ALL our heart, soul, mind and strength (Mark 12:30); 
certainly this should be seen in our worship.  In worship, we are letting 
God know how much we love Him. 
 
(3)   Worship that pleases God involves the mind.  If our minds are not 
in worship, we are just going through the motions.  Even doing the 
right things in worship is not enough if we do not have our minds in 
what we are doing.  Our minds should be strengthened and renewed in 
worship (Romans 12:1-2). 
 
(4)  Worship that pleases God requires the proper focus.  God IS the 
focus of worship (John 4:24).  He is THE real audience.  The ultimate 
goal of worship is to please Him – to honor Him.  When that is the #1 
desire, we will be personally strengthened and our fellowship will be 
wonderful too. 
 
(5)  Worship that pleases God is participative.  By its very definition, 
worship makes involvement necessary.  And it’s not just the 
involvement of the preacher, song leader, prayer leaders, those who 
wait on the Lord’s Supper table, etc., it’s the involvement of ALL.  We 
are not to be merely spectators; we are to be active and involved in 
praising the Lord.  “ Oh, magnify the Lord with me, and let us exalt his 
name together”  (Psalm 34:3).  The early Christians emphasized how 
important it is to participate in worship together (Acts 2:47; Hebrews 
10:25). 
 
(6)  Worship that pleases God is properly based.  John 4:24 says 
worship must be in “ truth.”   Worship can be sincere, but it can be 
sincerely wrong.  The right things (true and proper acts) can be done in 
worship, but it STILL may not be in “spirit”  (heart and enthusiasm).  
Worship must be both in “spirit and truth.”   God has told us in His 
word about the worship that pleases Him. That is the kind that we 
should give because it’s the ONLY KIND that He really wants.
